Day 1: Friday, April 2, 2027 Scottsdale, Arizona Explore the
famous canyons of the American West on a journey featuring
3 national parks.

Day 2: Saturday, April 3, 2027 Scottsdale - Sedona - Grand
Canyon Area* Start your day in Sedona, where the sun shines
on stunning sandstone formations.
